To the supporters and partners of the Oregon Cultural Trust:

Culture continues to make a difference in Oregon — activating communities, simulating the economy and
inspiring us. The Cultural Trust is an important statewide partner to Oregon’s cultural groups, artists and
scholars, and cultural coalitions in every county of our vast state.

We are pleased to share a summary of our Fiscal Year 2011 (July 1, 2010 — June 30, 2011) activity — full
of accomplishment. The Cultural Trust’s work is possible only with your support and we are pleased to
report on your investments in Oregon culture.

At the beginning of the year, the Trust announced $1.477 million in grants benefiting 57 cultural
nonprofits, 40 county and tribal cultural coalitions and five statewide cultural partners. Our investments
were as diverse as Oregon’s landscape. From the efforts of World War II veterans to restore and preserve
PT boat 658, to the Tillamook County Pioneer Museum’s cultural resource assessment of historically
significant Kilchis Point, to the Portland Opera’s outreach to 20,000 students in 7o schools with a
production of Donizetti's comic opera, Elixir of Love, the Fy2011 grants focused on the Trust’s primary goal
— to build cultural participation in Oregon.

Donations to the Trust in Fy2o11 increased 5.3 percent, to $3,889,332, up from rFy2010’s total of
$3,702,885. Low interest earnings on the Trust’s corpus slowed overall growth, however, with total
revenues increasing by just 5.04%.

We continued our fund development and capacity building strategies and introduced new ones. The third
annual Oregon Days of Culture was celebrated from October 1 — &, 2011. A record number of cultural
events — from Wallowa County to Astoria to Brookings, were posted on www.oregondaysofculture.org.

The Trust assembled the second Coalition Leadership Council gathering in Cottage Grove on April
30, 2011 to strengthen Oregon’s unique network of county and tribal cultural coalitions. Convened in
partnership with the Lane County Cultural Coalition, leaders from over 20 coalitions came together to
exchange ideas and learn from each other.

A new partnership with the Governor’s Office of Film & Television made possible a benefit screening
of the film Meek’s Cutoff at the Historic Elsinore Theatre. Shot entirely in rural Harney County, Oregon,
Meek’s Cutoff appealed to an audience of Oregon filmmakers and crews — and historians of the Oregon
Trail experience. The evening generated over $7,000 for the Trust, and, hopefully, will be replicated.

The Oregon Cultural Trust is an innovative, statewide private-public
program raising significant new funds to support and protect Oregon’s
arts, humanities and heritage.

Donors to the Trust are eligible for a 100% Oregon income tax credit for
contributions of up to $500 for individuals, $1,000 for couples filing
jointly, and $2,500 for corporations. To motivate Oregonians to increase
direct giving to cultural groups, Trust donors must also make matching
gifts to one or more of nearly 1,300 cultural nonprofits in order to qualify
for the credit.

Twenty-one-thousand (21,000) donors have contributed nearly $25 million
to the Trust since Oregon’s cultural tax credit took effect in December
2002. In nine years, the Cultural Trust has distributed $9.6 million in
grants and built its permanent fund to $14 million.

In 2003, the Oregon legislature moved the operations of the Oregon
Cultural Trust to the Oregon Arts Commission, streamlining operations
and making use of the Commission’s expertise in grantmaking, arts
and cultural information, and community cultural development. The
Arts Commission and the Cultural Trust are part of Business Oregon

in recognition of the expanding role arts and culture play in the broader
social, economic, and educational arenas of Oregon communities.

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The Cultural Trust’s network
of cultural coalitions fosters cultural participation




Oregon is a lot of territory to cover. Because access to culture is foundational to the Trust’s

purpose, a cultural coalition — citizen volunteers who assess local resources, develop cul-

tural plans and award grants to support local cultural projects — has been formed in each

of Oregon’s 36 counties and within the federally-recognized Tribes. Each coalition receives

Trust funds, a base plus additional funds for population, that are invested in cultural proj-

ects for youth, historic preservation efforts, local libraries and more. Every community has

the potential to give voice to its history and create new work.

Often this appears in surprising ways — as in Gilliam County,
whose early history owes much to its Scottish settlers. An ongoing
effort supported by Coalition funds is the annual Robert Burns day,
during which residents enjoy lively music from the “old country,”

a traditional Scottish meal and anecdotes from the annals of Scottish
families who settled in the Greater Gilliam County area in the mid-
to late 1800s. The event rejuvenates the tradition of honoring the
area’s Scottish heritage, and also draws attention to the area’s on-
going genealogical research.

Naturally, Gilliam County is just as interested in its future, and
actively funds arts education for its younger residents. Through
programs such as Klamath Dance Camp and LBArts, the county
gives its students what their schools cannot always provide. For Boyd
Harris, Chair of Gilliam County’s Cultural Coalition, this is essential.
“Teaching our children about the arts and our culture is vital,” he
says. “Whether they become leaders in the community with an eye
for art or just have an appreciation of art, culture, and heritage, the
investment pays off in the very short future. Clearly the foundation
is laid for future cultural successes.”

Just as valuable to the community is the mutual understanding
that the Coalition has fostered. “Our meetings have sown the seeds
of cultural trust between the diverse attitudes of Gilliam County,”
Harris says. “The meetings have increased the understanding and
tolerance of different points of view and expressions in our county.”

Corliss Marsh, of Wasco County, also views youth arts education
as fundamental to a healthy society; a significant portion of its Trust
support funded an “Art of Reading” program at Tygh Valley Head
Start, which integrated learning with art-making. “Wasco County’s
Cultural Coalition made an extra effort this year to reach the south-
ern part of the county — Maupin and Tygh Valley — and they respond-
ed with three applications, of which all three were granted. It was

gratifying to share our grant award with the whole county.”

Carol Michael and Mary Lou Daltoso, who anchor Cultural
Coalition efforts in Morrow County, agree that funding needs to
go where it's needed most, and that is where the Coalition mission
can find fulfillment. “At this point, our schools’ populations are
more than 6o percent Latino,” acknowledges Michael. “That’s an
enormous shift from 10 years ago, and our cultural programs need
to reflect that.”

The Morrow County Cultural Coalition achieved that aim by
introducing arts programming that transcends language barriers. An
ongoing relationship with arts partner Missoula Children’s Theatre
Workshop has been instrumental in helping surmount cultural
differences to create highly original performance works.

Michael observes that the skills acquired through public per-
formance mature into valuable assets over time. The pride in her
voice is evident when she speaks of a former student who went on
to gain a recurring role on a television series. “But it’s not all about
performing,” she is quick to add. “All the arts translate into other
talents — students with musical training tend to do better at math, for
example.”

Gilliam County’s Community Development Director, Michelle
Colby, also cites the enduring power of cultural exposure over time;
she expresses the joy of discovering the many cultural assets that
exist throughout her county. “There is a great desire to preserve our
culture and continue to support cultural activities and provide expo-
sure to new cultural happenings,” she says.

Clearly her colleagues across the state feel the same. The col-
laboration of state efforts with local advocates continues to yield rich
results — results all the more lasting because the communities in
question identify their greatest cultural needs themselves, and are
best in the position of determining how to leverage them.

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The Trust’s five cultural partners — Oregon Arts Commission, Oregon Humanities,

Oregon Heritage Commission, Oregon Historical Society, and the State Historic

Preservation Office — powerfully leverage the Trust’s grants, delivering important services

and working collaboratively on major projects such as Oregon’s Poet Laureate.

The Oregon Heritage Commission again focused efforts on its
heritage skills training, undertaken in conjunction with the State
Historic Preservation Office. Together the two entities leveraged
partnerships with three heritage groups to offer technical assistance
and training in three regions. Tamastlikt Cultural Institute, the
partner in Northeast Oregon, provided training for organizations
and events in Baker City, Heppner, Wallowa and Astoria, reaching
out as far as the Maxville Heritage Interpretative Center. The
Southern Oregon Historical Society provided six workshops in
Jackson and Josephine counties. Clatsop Community College was
an important partner for historic preservation, offering six hands-on
field workshops for students.

The Heritage Commission also continued its support for the
Oregon Digital Newspaper Project. Partner grant funds enabled
much of the 180,000 pages of content from nearly two dozen news-
papers to be loaded onto its beta site. The project was so successful,
it received the Association for College and Research Libraries Award
for Excellence in 2011.

The Arts Commission used Cultural Partner grant funds to
support Artist Fellowships, Arts Recognition grants to small and
emerging groups; arts groups who are making their programs
and services more accessible; and for use of café, an online artist
application process used for artists and visual arts call for entries.
The Trust supported the statewide Arts Summit held at Nike World
Headquarters on October 77, 2010. The event provided training and
professional development for over 300 participants around the
theme, The Art of Adaptation: New Tools & Tested Practices.

Cultural Trust Partner grant funds supported the Oregon
Historical Society’s Education and Public Programs Manager posi-
tion who manages school tours, trains docents and plans outreach
and family activities. As a result, OHS provided school tours to
8,712 students, an increase of 13% from the previous year. Besides
Portland, students came from Cannon Beach, Reedsport, Sisters,
Gerhart, Seaside, Aumsville, Sweet Home, Salem and Eugene. An
additional 3,335 students and adults used OHS’s educational travel-
ing trunks in their own communities.

In 2010, for example, partnerships between OHS and the
Beaverton and Portland schools resulted in an exhibit by third grad-
ers about the history of Portland, contributions by students to the
traveling trunk shows, and a play about the Oregon Trail written for
a Family Day by fourth grade students.

voking and award winning publication. Underwritten with a Cultural
Partner grant from the Trust, the magazine reached more than
12,000 readers, an increase of 10%, and was nominated for an Utne
Reader Independent Press award for Social/Cultural Coverage. The
Partner grant also supported the launch of The Conversation Project:
A New Chautauqua, free programs that community members in
thoughtful, challenging conversations about ideas critical to daily life
and Oregon’s future. So far, 1,500 participants in 20 counties have
been involved in conversations with 25 humanities experts. 82% of
surveyed participants said they'd continue those conversations with
friends and families.

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The Trust’s Cultural Development grants support significant opportunities to advance,

preserve or stabilize cultural resources. Many of the funded projects support activity that

has a broad cultural impact beyond the applicant itself.

The grants provide recognition and support to cultural programs that preserve and

present Oregon’s diverse arts, heritage and humanities. Funded projects fall within

four categories: Access: Making culture broadly available to Oregonians. Preservation:

Investing in Oregon’s cultural heritage by recovering and preserving historic assets and

achievements. Creativity: The making and/or presentation of artistic or scholarly work, and

the development of artists, cultural experts and scholars. Capacity: The strengthening of

cultural organizations to build stability and generate public confidence.

In Fy2011, the Trust awarded $489,691 to 57 cultural organizations in fifteen counties.

Grants were matched with over $5 million in earned and contributed funds.

Live Wire!’s Radio culture!

Forget about A Prairie Home Companion. You've got a show
much closer to home that has all the genuine warmth and irreverent
humor of Garrison Keillor's famous radio broadcasts, and which
can boast of a seriously funny Northwest bent as well. So much
so that Mr. Keillor himself has observed: “Live Wire! could be for
Oregon what A Prairie Home is for Minnesota and St. Paul and
Lake Wobegon.”

Since 2004, Live Wire! Radio has been broadcasting — in front of a
very enthusiastic audience — from the Alberta Rose Theatre in north-
east Portland. The show also airs each week around Oregon and in
southern Washington via Oregon Public Broadcasting, and is heard
nationally and internationally through its podcasts. It prides itself on
its “urban northwest voice.” Each edition is a variety show in the best
sense of the word, involving music, sketch comedy, interviews and
more. Its numerous partners, Bridgetown Comedy Festival and the
Wordstock Festival of Books, have helped to make the show a veri-
table showcase of Oregon icons.

Greg Netzer, formerly of Wordstock, said: “Live Wire! is cultural
theater, a public venue where literature, music, politics, comedy, cur-
rent events, and the innovative/talented/crazy people of Oregon and
beyond converge to start a conversation that'’s as entertaining as it is
thought-provoking.”

Grassroots efforts like Live Wire! start their lives with a small, ded-
icated cadre of talented people whose generosity floats the endeavor

for years. So when Live Wire! approached the Cultural Trust to invest
in its sustainability, the timing seemed ideal. The goal of the show’s

creators was to achieve long-term stability by increasing productions
from 20 to 34 annually, building audiences and creating a nationally
recognized public radio variety show with a distinctly regional flavor.

The need for the jump in production was as simple as it was mun-
dane. For a national distributor such as NPR or American Public
Media to carry a show, there must be sufficient content, especially
when part of a show’s appeal is its topicality. And since each episode
of Live Wire! takes a staggering 625 hours to produce, an increase in
production requires a corresponding increase in support of all kinds,
from artistic to technical.

Much energy goes into producing a 59-minute episode. The
creative forces behind Live Wire! do not merely book guests; they
research, write and perform original material (including music) for
each show. They craft content, rehearse guests, ready the venue and
painstakingly edit each episode after it's recorded.

The labor of love pays off. Kurt Andersen, author and host of New
York’s Studio 360 radio show, said: “It’s an expertly produced, gratify-
ingly eclectic and coherent show. The music and other performance
bookings are terrific and fresh and surprising. The interviewing is
first-rate ... that perfect sweet spot of thoughtful-and-serious-but-also-
good-humored. And it does that extremely difficult thing, comedy
performance, as well or better as anyone else on radio today.”

Astoria collaboration documents wooden boats

If you've never visited Astoria’s Columbia River Maritime
Museum, you've been missing out on something big. For nearly
half a century, the Museum has collected, preserved, and displayed
cultural maritime material relevant to the Columbia, to Oregon,
and to the waters of the north Pacific in general. It doesn’t get more
Northwest than that.

“We have over 18,000 photographs in our collection related to
people connected to maritime concerns,” notes museum curator Jeff
Smith. “We have many boats in our collection — fishing and recre-
ational. Every piece has the potential to tell a story, and so those are
the pieces we're actively trying to collect.” International scholars, re-
searchers, and authors regularly use the Museum as an information
resource, as do television shows ranging from National Geographic to
The History Detectives.

But the Museum has not been content to rest on its accolades.
Recently, with Cultural Trust support — and in collaboration with
Clatsop Community College’s Historic Preservation Program, the
U.S. National Park Service’s Historic American Building Survey
Program, and the Library of Congress — the Museum embarked on
an ambitious program of locating, identifying, assessing and docu-
menting the most important traditional boats of the region.

Perhaps because the Museum’s executive director, Dr. Sam
Johnson, is an accomplished boat builder in his own right, he was
sensitive to the fact that much of this aspect of Northwest history is
disappearing quickly. He notes that in the early 19oos, more than
1,600 sailing gillnet boats plied their trade on the Columbia River.
And today? “We could not find one,” Johnson reported last year to
Deborah Bach in Three Sheets Northwest. “Not a single one is left
of a type of boat that was incredibly important to the cultural heritage
of the region.”

Now, however, there is one — a replica on display in the Museum.

Just as these boats were lost, so too are all of the region’s wooden
boats in jeopardy. This is especially true of the larger boats, such as
salmon trollers, oyster scows and halibut schooners. Considering
how vital the gillnet boats once were to the Pacific Northwest, it’s sur-
prising that their stories have not been recorded before now; nearly
all the salmon-fishing boats were built in boatyards on the lower
Columbia River and in Young’s Bay well into the 1960s.

Now the Columbia River Maritime Museum will fill that gap in
our knowledge of our recent past. But just as importantly, this work
will have reverberations beyond our region, since its research is
shared with the National Park Service and the Library of Congress.
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Orchestra makes a return trip to its sagebrush roots

Like many Oregon residents of the early 20th century, Mary V.
Dodge (née Mary B. Thompson) came from elsewhere. Born in
Arkansas in 1870, she split her formative years between an orphanage
and a boarding school, eventually moving west to Portland where her
aunt owned a boarding house. There she met and married her hus-
band, a civil engineer — and a double bass player — named Mott Dodge.

Though the big city wasn’t all that big in 1910, the couple soon
forsook it for Harney County, settling in Burns in an engineering
camp known as the “Boston tents.” After teaching their son Glen to
play the fiddle, Mary began teaching local children how to play vari-
ous string instruments, right there in the tents. Before long, Mary’s
students coalesced into a small orchestra. According to former violin
student Ruth Saunders: “All of the sighing, tooting and drumming
soon made the citizens aware that something was going on, and due
to her powers of persuasion, they found themselves devoting their
time, talents, money and children to the creation of the Sagebrush
Symphony Orchestra.”

With funds provided by artist Charles Erskine Scott Wood, among
others, the fledgling orchestra was soon touring eastern Oregon on
a Chautauqua circuit. Only America’s entry into World War [ halted
Sagebrush’s plans for additional tours. After the war, Mary found
herself back in Portland, a single woman again. She changed her
name to Mary V. Dodge — the added “V” standing for “violin” — and
began hosting rehearsals in her attic, hoping to create a permanent
youth symphony.

Times being what they were, Mary knew a permanent youth
orchestra would require a professional conductor — a male one. She
found her man in Jacques Gershkovitch, a Russian immigrant. Their
effort, originally called the Portland Junior Symphony, was the first
established youth orchestra in the United States, with a program that
was to become the prototype for youth orchestras across the country.

More than a century later, this orchestra is still going strong un-
der its new name — the Portland Youth Philharmonic Association.

To celebrate PYP’s origins and the Sagebrush Symphony
Orchestra’s centennial, the orchestra sought a coalition of support-
ers, including the Cultural Trust, to underwrite a concert in Burns.
In anticipation of the event, Judge Steve Grasty said: “When the
Sagebrush Symphony Orchestra was created in Harney County,
it gave birth to the first youth symphony in the country and now
the Portland Youth Philharmonic is returning to its roots with this
Centennial Concert. What a great opportunity for the music of this
community to reverberate around the state, sharing the story of
Harney County.”

When the concert took place in October 2010, the results would
have warmed Mary V. Dodge’s visionary heart. For the young musi-
cians, the event was an opportunity to touch base with the grassroots
nature of their work. According to oboist Kelsey Johnson, “The high-
light of the trip was seeing the impact we had on the people of Burns
... L hope to take home my experiences in Harney County and use
their kindness in my own life.”

Kelsey’s hosts were equally delighted. For Harney County resi-
dents, the concert and its surrounding celebratory events highlighted
the social impact of music education there. Residents displayed their
rich heritage to the orchestra’s members, included a tribute to Mary
V. Dodge and the Sagebrush Symphony, and launched a planning
council for a regional Performing Arts Center in Harney County. The
historic concert in Burns and its subsequent effect on the commu-
nity will reverberate until its next centennial.

Corvallis landmark flushes in the first signs of revival

When the Whiteside Theatre closed its doors in 2002, the
Corvallis community grieved. The beloved building — 8o years old
at the time — was a civic landmark, and long enshrined in the city’s
heart. Its original owners, George and Samuel Whiteside, were
pioneers of the movie-screening business in Corvallis, and built
the “palace” as a showplace for the region’s love of the burgeoning
art form. Eventually the brothers operated seven cinema venues in
Corvallis, but it was the Whiteside — which they named after their
father — where they first started showing talkies in 1928.

At the time of its opening in 1922, the Whiteside was the second
grandest movie palace in Oregon (second only to Astoria’s Liberty
Theater, reportedly). To this day, the Whiteside structure retains most
of its original Italian Renaissance style, rich in ornamented effects
and executed in brick, glass, cast “stone” and plaster. The palace’s
soul was a Wurlitzer Style F theater pipe organ, purchased for an
impressive $20,000 — a small fortune at the time.

The building’s structure was bedeviled by various problems
over the decades, but when plumbing problems made its contin-
ued use impossible, the doors were shuttered. Four years later, the
Whiteside’s future was further imperiled when a developer proposed
replacing the historic interior with a mini-mall. Following a lengthy
contest of wills, the developers withdrew their building application,
and a movement began to restore the beloved landmark.

B.A. Beierle, president of Corvallis-based Preservation Works,
reports that Whiteside supporters took decisive action. “In a request
fortified with chocolates,” says Beierle, “[they] boldly asked the owner
for the theater as a community gift. Astonishingly, the owner said
‘Yes’ in 2008. In three months, the Whiteside Theatre Foundation
incorporated, secured nonprofit status, raised closing costs, and ne-
gotiated transfer of the building’s title.”

The first item on the restoration agenda was the repair of the sew-
er system that had forced the theater’s closure. With the support of
the Cultural Trust, plumbers threaded a new sewer line through the
old system using a pipe-bursting technique, and adding new plumb-
ing fixtures. On June 3, 2011, the Whiteside Theatre Foundation cel-
ebrated the newly functional plumbing system with an event dubbed
the “First Flush Tour.”

With the plumbing and flooring completed, the Whiteside is
drawing near to its full restoration as a historic building and as a cen-
terpiece of the community. As part of the Cultural Trust’s support,
the building’s pride and glory — its theater organ, which Mrs. Samuel
Whiteside donated to Gill Coliseum at Oregon State University in
1947 — now waits to be reinstalled in its original home. Soon the
Whiteside will again host film screenings as well as live perfor-
mances, just as it did in its past, and will resume its role as one of
Corvallis’ most preeminent civic spaces.
